1. Choose topics that you are very knowledgeable with. Don’t write topics just because they are in-demand. It is important that you know the ins and outs of your chosen topic because you need to be a great source of information to your readers. That cannot possibly happen if you don’t have the slightest idea on what your chosen topic is all about. 

It would help if you can consider your hobbies, areas of expertise, profession, and other areas of interest. 6. Write about relevant, fresh angles of existing topics. Sometimes, it becomes difficult to find topics that are not yet discussed by other ebook writers. However, you still need to deliver fresh content to make your creations more valuable to the eyes of your readers. You can do this by exploring other angles of topics that are usually discussed online so you can present your readers with other side of the coin. 

7. Check on your competitors. It is inevitable that you write about topics that were already discussed by other ebooks writers. To set your creation apart from the rest, identify the information that are included and not included in your competitors' creations. 8. Perform a keyword analysis. Once you have chosen your topic, do keyword research to determine how competitive they are in the online arena. How in the world am I supposed to make this plant grow?"  So when you hear a complaint like this, identify the plant about which the person complains is so hard to grow.  If you are an expert on plants, you can write an ebook.  Especially if the plants are vegetables, perhaps you could write a book on growing big, healthy organic vegetables.


Complaints might also be worries.  For example, you may hear somebody say, "I don't have enough money.  How will I pay my bills?"  This is a complaint/worry about money.  You can write an ebook about how to make money.  When you suggest ideas that actually work, your readers will trust you and buy from you.

You look at current events, see what the news headlines are, and do keyword searches to see how many hits there are for specific keywords. c) How-to Guide Ebooks

Plenty of people like to self-reliantly do things themselves.  If you can instruct somebody on some unique aspect available only from you about carpentry work, how to get better gas mileage, unique learning strategies for children, you might have a best-selling ebook in your destiny.
d) Money Ebook Topic

Do you know anything about how to save money?  Do you know financial information available only from you that the masses can use to help themselves?  Do you have some insider’s edge on how to make money?  People are always interested in making money.  Especially now with gas prices so high, and the housing market problems, and the people in the western United States living in tent cities because their homes were foreclosed upon, now would be a great time to write an ebook about money.

e) People Love to Travel - You Can Tell Them Where to Go!

Warren Buffett, the famous billionaire says in one of his books, "People are more willing to pay money to entertain themselves than educate themselves any day." If you know anything about travel, whether it's a good deal on economic travel, or a beautiful vacation spot that's reasonably priced, or a place the celebrities like to visit, or some unique thing about travel, you could write an amazing travel ebook.

f) Beauty Ebook Topics

People care about their appearance.  They always have and they always will.  If you know some natural beauty or weight loss tips that you could compile in an ebook, that could be a bestseller.

E. Do Research to Prepare to Write Your Ebook

Do your research. To easily set your ebooks apart from the rest, strive to make them content-rich. Meaning, you offer your readers in-depth, complete, and detailed information so they will not need additional resources just to understand your chosen topic. 

If you want to make your ebooks content-rich and highly informative, be willing to take that extra mile to do your research. This is not only to obtain more information for your ebooks but also to verify the information that you need to put in your content to make it credible.

You can easily do this by doing your research before you start writing. Check out other related printed materials or interview other key persons within your chosen niche who can surely offer you with additional interesting information. 

Do extensive research on your chosen topic. One way to do this is by visiting forums that are frequented by your potential customers. Read through threads and figure out the most common topics or questions that are being raised by these people. Then, do more research. This time to find answers to these questions and problems. You may check reputable sites or you may interview some experts on your chosen niche to find the most appropriate answers. 

F. Strategize and Organize Your Content

Load your ebooks with valuable content. If you want to generate more attention online, you need to make sure that your ebooks are impressive. They must not only be well-written but they must also be loaded with information that online users will be happy to know about. If you are writing about the pressing issues of your target market, offer some sound solutions. If you are writing about their burning questions, offer enlightening answers. 
1. Brainstorm
To make your content sound highly organized, spend considerable amount of time in determining the information that you need to include in your content. Just write down all the things that might be relevant to your chosen niche. Then, review your list after a day or two. Strike out any information that your ebook can do without and stick with those that can tremendously help your readers better understand your main topic. Arrange these information in a logical manner so you can be assured that your content will flow smoothly. 

2. Create an Outline
An outline organizes the content. You need to make your content sound logical and highly organized as people can easily get frustrated with ebooks that offer a presentation of random thoughts. Create and follow an outline that can guide your writing. This can be just a bullet list of all the information that you would want to include in your book content. 

An outline is one of the most important elements of ebook writing. When you need to come up with 20-30 pages content, it becomes easier to get lost in the process or to forget the sequence of the information that you wish to share to your readers. 

To save time and to make your content highly organized, list all the important data that you would like to cover and arrange them in a logical manner. This will become your outline that you need to follow all throughout to make sure that your content will flow well. 

Before you write your content, break your subject into smaller chunks for more specific topics. You can group together similar questions that you have obtained before to create an ebook. To make this easier for you, you can just make “top 10 list” or how-to guides that will allow you to present the information (answers to the questions you have obtained) in a very easy to understand way. 

3. Create an Attention-Grabbing Table of Contents
When promoting your ebooks through a sales letter, you can include the table of contents to let your potential customers know the specific information that they can get once they purchase your ebook.

You can even start by constructing your table of contents. You can't just think of a topic, pound on your keyboard, and hope that you can swing it. If you want your content to flow well, you need to be organized. Kick-start your ebook creation by creating your outline and writing your table of contents. Don't worry if you only have five or six chapters as quality is still better than quantity.

Use an ebook title with impact. Make sure that your book title is catchy. It must have a great impact the moment online users see it on search page result so you can easily generate more attention. Also, remember that your title must summarize the content of your ebook and it must not focus on one chapter alone as this can mislead your potential clients. 

Use intriguing titles. You need to capture the interest of your potential clients the moment they see your ebooks online. You can easily do this by using titles that can pique the curiosity of these people. For instance, if you are writing about real estate, don't just use “10 House buying tips”. To generate more attention, you can use titles like this “7 things your real estate agent will not tell you”.

If you are striving to make your readers happy with your book content so you can give them their money's worth and build a longer fruitful relationship with them, you have to think of ways on how you can continuously improve your ebook writing. 1. Produce Quality Content

If you want to excel in ebook writing, use all the free resources available in the internet and keep these persuasive steps in mind:

13. Provide fresh information. To make your ebooks more valuable to the eyes of online users, make sure that they contain fresh information that can't simply be found elsewhere. Discuss new topics that have direct impact on your chosen niche or explore other angles of popular topics that are not yet touched by other ebook writers. 

14. Make your content sound more credible. It would help if you can insert quotes or testimonials from other popular figures to support your claims. This will make your content more believable and interesting to read. 

15. Make your ebooks easy to understand. You can't afford to require your readers to spend so much time analyzing your message or require them to use a dictionary just to figure out the ideas that you are trying to get across. As you are serving an audience with limited attention span, it would help if you can offer your information in a very easy to understand manner. 

· Use simple terms as much as possible

· Utilize short but effective sentences

· Keep paragraphs from 3 to 6 lines

16. Expand your vocabulary. Aside from making sure that you use perfect grammar when communicating your thoughts and ideas, you can give your readers a great reading experience if you can use the most appropriate words so you can get your message across without causing confusion. 

You may expand your vocabulary by checking out dictionary on a regular basis and using at least 5 new words every week. You may want to utilize dynamic power words, even if this is not in your normal vocabulary. Just make sure that the words you use are not outmoded and difficult to understand. 

17. Share trade secrets. Online users are buying your ebooks because they would like to learn new information. These could be tips and techniques that can help them advance in their chosen niche or trade secrets that can increase their knowledge on their areas of interest. 

Online users simply love getting trade secrets and best-kept techniques that can help them advance their chosen careers. So, share some to easily help your potential customers. When you do, you will earn the trust of these people and they are most likely to support your other ebooks. They might even recommend your creations to their friends and family members. 

3. Describing Versus Telling

a) Keep Your Reader Interested Using Description

Interesting ebooks are ones that communicate messages in such a way as to invite the reader into the story.  When writing ebooks write in conversational style describing interesting details along the way.  By getting the reader to think, “I wonder what could happen next?” you include the reader your story.  This is the same technique professional writers use to tell edge of the seat action mystery stories.

b) The Difference Between Describing and Telling

Suppose your ebook contains details about a car.  You can talk about the car either by telling about it or describing it.  When you talk about the car you explain in practical terms about the car.   For example, suppose you’re talking about a red car.  Your particular ebook is a how-to guide on painting cars yourself but making them look like a professional did it.

You could say, “Suppose you desire to paint your car red.  Red is a good color.   But remember, over time in the sunlight, the red might fade.”  This sentence is an example of telling about the car and the red color.  There is a little bit of description, but the writer is mainly telling about the car and the color.

Instead, you could involve your reader’s imagination and describe something about the car and that red color compared with mainly telling about the car and the color.  You could say something like, “Imagine airbrushing cinnamon apple red with flecks of metallic silver in it on your vintage 1957 Chevy Bel Aire.  Sure, I heard the paint screaming in the summer’s blazing hot sun as it tauntingly danced on the metal.  But that sexy paint job took it like a man!  To this day I still have that Chevy.  To me, Chevy really is the Hearbeat of America!”

So remember to use description as appropriate in your ebook. Use descriptive words how something looks, feels, and/or sounds. Sometimes telling about information makes the ebook boring and dry.  Boring and dry ebook will lose your readers attention.
c) Quality Content Is King in Ebooks
Just as people love to be entertained more than they would love to be educated, quality descriptive content in your ebooks makes for great entertainment. By using description as much as possible in your ebooks, you can be known for providing quality instead of quantity.  Anybody can write an ebook.  It takes a master to write a masterful ebook.  Will you be a masterful e-book writer?  If so, ebook writing will be a great career for you.
B. Impact Readers with Your Authentic and Candid Tone

1. Create a Unique Online Personality and Image

Do you know some pioneering ideas?  Can you introduce some new concepts that require open minded thinking?  Do you know some true yet personal information about a local personality? Think about what is in the gossip column magazines at the grocery store.  Some of those news items are so far-fetched they are ridiculous.  However those magazines are among the number one top circulating magazines.  Make your ebook as appealing as those and you have found a great niche market.

Strive to be different. With the growing competition in this field, there is only one effective way to set yourself apart from the rest -- be pleasantly unique. Find your own voice and avoid copying somebody else’s style. Instead, be innovative and think out of the box so you can always offer online users something new and something interesting.

If you want to go farther in this game, create your own online image and online personality. It would also help if you can pioneer great ideas. Don’t be afraid to experiment and always introduce new concepts that can wow online users. Be original and be known for it!
2. Learn to Empathize
It is not enough that you offer your readers valuable and useful information. It is also equally crucial that you let these people know that you do understand where they are coming from so they will not only trust you but treat you as someone who is genuinely concern over their welfare.

You want your readers to feel that you are just one of them and that you do understand where they are coming from so you can easily build rapport with these people. When you empathize, you do not only build that personal relationship with your readers but you also break the entrepreneur - customer gap making it much easier for you to communicate to these people on a more personal level. 

3. Love What You Do
This is the best kept-secret to excel with ebook writing. It is crucial that you like what you are doing so you can offer nothing but the best. Treat writing as an interesting hobby that allows you to learn and grow and not just a boring money-making task. 

You can’t be an effective writer if you hate creating ebooks and if you are just after the monetary rewards. You need to be genuinely interested in helping your readers and making a difference in their lives before you can generate huge attention online. It would help if you only write about topics that you are very passionate about so you will enjoy this endeavor while you make money from it. 

4. Become an Inspiring Ebook Writer 

Ever felt inspired about a topic?  If so, write about it.  Nowadays with the media focusing on all the horrible things happening in the world, people crave inspiration.  Inspiration can be different than anything spiritual or religious.  A mansion physically handicapped people achieving.  Those are inspirational stories that people crave to hear.

For example, if Thomas Edison had given up on finding the filament material for the light bulb, we would all be using our computers in the dark.  Just kidding, we’d probably have no computers if it weren’t for people like Thomas Edison's inspiring dedication and focus to achieve.  A newspaper writer interviewing Edison knew Edison had failed to successfully find the light bulb’s filament material.  He said to Edison, "Why do you keep looking for the filament material when the rest of us know it doesn't exist?"

Edison answered with, "Instead of thinking that I have failed to find the filament material needed to create the electric light bulb, I have identified many, many things that don't work.  I know the material is out there somewhere. I will find it."  People greatly enjoy reading ebooks that inspire them so they can improve their lives.

5. Imagine Inspiring People with Your Thoughtfully Chosen Topic

A friend of mine, Susan, told me a story once about her physically handicapped child.  She told me that he competed in a Special Olympics contest one time.  He picked up a softball, screwed up his face with great determination and confidence, and threw the ball 10 feet.  

Onlookers smiled, whistled, and offered a standing ovation to this crippled, courageous eight-year-old boy who only lived another four years.  Imagine how many parents out there have terminally ill children like Susan’s.  An ebook such as this could suggest encouraging ways to improve the quality of life for families challenged by such a situation.  Your “How-To” guide ebook could be an inspiration for thousands of people.

6. Make a Difference in People's Lives with Your Ebook

People turn on the TV and feel worried or depressed looking at the news.  They are shown crime reports, tragedies, personal injuries, bad weather, economic troubles, etc. Providing an inspirational ebook is like a breath of fresh air.  

Imagine yourself as you turn on the TV or radio or look in the newspaper yourself.  It's easy to complain and to point out the events about which you can do nothing.  We see pharmaceutical companies advertising drugs on TV, radio and magazines commonly as a solution for people feeling anxiety, depression, and all kinds of seemingly hopelessness disorders.  Your inspirational ebook can be a refreshing change from the depressing focus published out there.  

Are you ready to make a difference in people's lives by your inspirational ebook?  The world is waiting for you.

C. Develop Meaningful Relationships With Your Readers

1. How Do You Develop Trust with People Online?

When we were children, we relied on our parents to determine who was trustworthy.  Until the age of seven or eight, we don't know the difference between right and wrong.  So developing trusting relationships is pretty much something we have to do by gut feeling and track records of people.  The first time somebody buys your ebook, they are hoping you can be trusted to provide quality content.  Fulfill that trust request, and you'll begin to develop a meaningful relationship with your ebook readers.

2. Providing True Content is Vital to Develop Rapport with Your Target Audience

Some ebooks out there contain a bunch of fluff.  Some authors think writing ebooks is all about making great, entertaining, fictitious stories. Perhaps it’s all about the millions and trillions of dollars they are making. That's all well and good if that's what your ebook is about… writing fictitious stories.  

However, I encourage you to focus on writing true, nonfiction ebooks.  When you provide timeless information that really works to solve a problem, or help your reader achieve a goal, you will be considered a reliable information source.

3. Be Like a Reference Librarian

When you go to your local library, he or she provides reliable information.  In fact sometimes you may be surprised that you can call the local library and ask to speak to the reference librarian to answer just about any question.  When I feel stumped about some information, one of the first things I do is contact the local library’s reference librarian.  Through years of experience I have discovered these people are very, very reliable.  

Your role in writing ebooks is similar to that of the local library reference librarian or in being an online reference librarian.  People are looking for quality content.  When you provide that they keep coming back to you.  That's a great way to develop a meaningful, long-term relationship with your readers.

Most of all enjoy sharing the information in your ebook.  Make it be like a very interesting campfire story that's really true.

4. Make Your Ebook Content Appear Credible with Testimonials

a) Is Your Ebook Believable?

Remember the story about Jim Jones and the poisoned Kool-Aid?  He charismatically convinced people to poison themselves with cyanide in Kool-Aid.  Some perfectly credible ebooks sound very convincing to the reader.  So that people know they are actually improving their lives by using the useful information in your ebook, insert quotes or testimonials to support your claims.

When possible, get pictures of the people giving you testimonials about your ebook.  Right next to their picture include some interesting information tidbit about how they greatly appreciated your e-book. Testimonial content makes your ebook seem more valuable because other people are confirming your product really works.  When your testimonial people provide sound bites about how valuable the information in your ebook is to them, this suggests that new prospects can also consider you to be a reliable information source for your expertise. This equates to more people trusting you for future needs.  

b) How to Get a Testimonial

How can you get a testimonial if you’ve had no sales yet?  Ask some of your friends and family to read your ebook.  Perhaps you can also ask co-workers to read the ebook.  Ask them to share their opinion about its value.  Ask them to write down favorable product responses in a simple feedback form.

c) What Questions Should Be on Your Feedback Form?

The questions on the form should be open-ended questions that ask who, where, what, when, how types of questions.  Your goal in asking the customer to fill out the feedback form is to get more than one word answers.  Here are some simple questions to ask:

· What was the reason you bought my particular ebook?

· Please list three things you like most about my ebook.

· What, in your opinion, is the most important idea you learned from my ebook?

· How have you saved or do you think you’ll save in time, money, frustration or discomfort using the information in my ebook?

· Is there anything about my ebook that you would like to see changed?

· May I use your comments for promotional purposes?

· Would you recommend my ebook to others?

Asking questions like these and getting customers to complete these types of feedback forms is a great way to convince prospects your ebook contains quality information. Remember to include feedback forms in a follow-up e-mail for your customers.

5. Be Conversational

18. Use a conversational tone. Always use a conversational tone when writing your ebooks. You don't need to sound too formal or too stiff to let your readers know that you are an expert on your chosen niche. If you want to give these people great reading experience, make them feel that they are just having a great conversation with someone who is very knowledgeable and not a boring lecture. Ask them questions once in a while or insert some comic relief that can easily make these people smile. 

19. Make it personal. Use “you” and “your” often. Avoid making your book content sound like an encyclopedia. Instead, deliver your thoughts and ideas using conversational tone. Be warm, upbeat, and friendly all throughout. Make your readers feel that they are just talking to you so you can easily put them at ease.

Avoid this from happening by using conversational tone all throughout. Use “you” and “your' more often. Also, strive to sound spontaneous, friendly, and warm. If needed, show empathy to let your readers know that you do understand where they are coming from. 

22. Keep your readers happy. You need to find ways on how you can keep these people happy so you can easily convince them to come back for more and recommend your ebooks to other people. You can easily do this by loading your ebooks with all the information they need and by making your content easy to understand. 

It would also help if you can take that extra mile and help your readers improve the quality of their lives. You may share a piece of your expertise that they can use in resolving their pressing issues or empower them to do amazing things on their own by offering them trade secrets or step-by-step guides. 

D. Show You Are a Professional
23. Be straightforward. Don’t waste your readers’ time by offering the information you have upfront -- without using annoying fillers and lengthy introductions. This can help you make your ebook content sound more concise and relatively short. 

24. Be confident. You don't want your readers to doubt your expertise in your chosen niche as this can be deadly on your writing career. So, make sure that you sound very confident and sure about the information you share. Communicate your thoughts and ideas with strong conviction and never use words that mirror uncertainty. 

25. Be an expert. Needless to say, it is crucial that you present yourself as very knowledgeable on the topic that you write about so you can be a good source of information to your readers. So, before you type on your keyboard, understand the ins and outs of your chosen topic either through extensive research or by interviewing other experts in your chosen niche. 

26. Establish your expertise online. Your ebooks, no matter how informative and well-written they are, will not sell like hotcakes if people don't know and trust you. That is why it is crucial that you position yourself as an expert on your chosen niche. You can easily do this by distributing quality articles online or by publishing your own ezine. 

27. Strive to sound professional. Carefully choose the words that you are using in your content. Make sure that they will help you communicate your expertise and professionalism so you can easily earn the trust of your readers. Avoid using colloquial terms or vulgar words that can easily annoy you readers. 

28. Pay attention to your grammar. If you want to easily impress your readers, you need to use perfect grammar when communicating your thoughts and ideas. Use perfect grammar unless you are purposefully writing very casually. You just don't want sloppy, incorrect grammar that was a mistake.

29. Proofread. Building a professional online image can take months or even years and it only takes few errors to ruin it. Safeguard your online image by ensuring that your ebooks are flawless. You can do this by manually proofreading your content before you make your creations available online. Never rely on your spelling and grammar checker as it can miss even glaring errors. 
You would want to present your readers with flawless content not only to give them great reading experience but also to make them feel that you are a professional. Eliminate any type of errors (spelling, punctuation, grammar, and factual errors) and improve the general flow of your content by eliminating information that may not be relevant to your main topic and by tying your ideas together. 

III. Rewarding Secrets for Formatting Your Ebook

Make your ebooks look professional. When creating your electronic books, make sure that you steer clear from using elements that can make your creations look amateurish. Learn the advanced techniques and valuable tips by either working with seasoned writers or by attending ebook writing seminars. 

A. Your Ebook Format

30. Use effective formats. You can’t just offer your readers one large block of text as this can be hard to read. Based on researches and various studies, people generally prefer organized text.

· Use bullets or numbered lists

· Use subheadings or bolded text

· Provide a table of contents
31. Provide White Space. To promote further reading, you need to give your readers several blank spaces throughout your content. You can do this by using question and answer, tips, bullet points or how-to formats. If would also help if you can use subheadings that your readers can use in determining the content of the succeeding paragraph. 
32. Header and Footer. Put into the header and footer the title of the ebook, a copyright notice, your website and the page numbers.

33. Use Styles. Use what’s called Styles in Microsoft Word. This isn't a requirement, but it makes it a lot easier for you to keep editing and it ensures that the document has a professional, cohesive look. It makes it easier to keep everything consistent and much easier to change it when you decide to do so. It also makes it very easy to automatically create a table of contents.

B. Create Appeal with Fonts

· Don’t use a lot of different fonts

· Use sans serif for all titles and headings, 14 and 16 point (e.g., Arial, Tahoma, or Verdana)

Arial 16 point bold

Tahoma 16 point bold

Verdana 16 point bold

Arial 14 point bold

Tahoma 14 point bold

Verdana 14 point bold

· Use at least 12 point font in the text

· Use either sans serif or serif font for body text, 12 point (Times New Roman is serif, Arial, Tahoma, or Verdana are sans serif). For paragraphs of text, sans serif, such as Arial, is easier to read online. Paragraphs in serif fonts are easier to read on printed paper.

Arial 12 point

Tahoma 12 point

Times 12 point

Times New Roman 12 point

Verdana 12 point

C. Simplicity is Essential

Keep it simple for computers. Don't overload your ebooks with graphics, animations, images, or illustrations and don't use fancy fonts. Why? The reason for this is simple: some computers might not read your data correctly and they might distort your ebook content making it quite difficult for your readers to understand the message you are trying to get across. 

Keep it simple for people. You always have to keep in mind that you are serving people from across the world. That would mean that some of your potential audience might not even speak English as their first language. If you want these people to get the message you are trying to get across, you need to communicate your thoughts and ideas in a very simple and easy to understand way. Use simple terms all throughout and utilize short but effective sentences to avoid unnecessary confusion. 

D. Strategize the Length of Your Ebook

Decide the length of your ebook. These days, as online users grow much busier, they don’t have the luxury of time to spend hours and hours reading ebooks. This is the reason why they prefer reading books that run 30 pages or less. Give these people what they really need by discussing highly specific topics that you can discuss in 30 pages. 

It would help if you can be direct to the point and if you can avoid using fillers all throughout your content as these can make your content not only boring but relatively lengthy as well. 

Determine the length by its placement in your product funnel. 

· A giveaway ebook should be about 8-12 pages

· A low priced ebook to entice people to begin to buy can be around 40 pages

· After people have begun to purchase from you and like your work, you can begin to sell larger ebooks. 

E. Propel the Flow of the Ebook

Ensure the continuity of your topic. Make sure that your content flows well so you can give your customers great reading experience. You can easily do this by making sure that all the information you include in your content are highly related to each other. Connect the dots by using transitional phrases that can help your readers understand the relevance between the data that you present. Also, review your outline and table of contents for flow and continuity.

Offer a summary. At the end of your ebooks, make sure that you offer your readers a comprehensive recap that will highlight all the important information that you have discussed in your ebook. This is to make these people remember all the major points that you have raised on your content. 

F. Improve Your Ebook by Making it Easier to Read

Make your content scannable. Allow your readers to skim through your content by using subheadings whenever appropriate. You may also use bullet lists when offering step-by-step guides or valuable tips. This will not only make your ebook easy on the eyes but it will also help your readers find the specific information that they are most interested about. 
Make your ebook interesting to read. Communicate your messages as if you are just talking to someone you know who needs your advice. Be friendly, warm, spontaneous, and strive to sound smart to easily impress your readers (but avoid using big words and highly technical terms). 

Connect these people to your content by asking them questions once in a while or by sharing personal success stories that they will find relevant to their lives. 

G. Multiply Your Ebook Writing by Making it Easier for You to Write

34. Make your content flow smoothly. If you are having a hard time composing book content that will grab the attention of your readers; follow these tips; focus on the problems that are being faced by your potential customers. Write them in bold letters and offer solutions. Make sure that you deliver your messages in a very easy to understand manner. Then, use bullet points and sub headings whenever appropriate. These can help your readers better understand your content as these people respond better to organized text. 

35. Improve your writing skills. If you want to easily make a lasting mark on this endeavor, you need to have compelling writing skills not only to effectively educate your readers but also to give them great reading experience. To improve your skill level, I highly recommend that you read ebooks online about such topic or work with other seasoned writers who can surely offer you with valuable tips and techniques that you can use in your ebook writing.

36. Resist the temptation of editing while writing your content. Allow your creative juices to flow and don’t be very particular with your grammar and spelling at this point. Why? The reason for this is simple; this can disrupt your train of thoughts and momentum. You can just proofread and edit your content after you finished the whole ebook. 

37. Outsource some of your task. If you don't have the know-how in performing other ebook writing related tasks, I'd say don't push yourself. Sometimes, it's better that we acknowledge our limitations. But that doesn't mean that we sacrifice the quality or the other aspects of our creations. 
Remember, there are so many brilliant minds for hire that can do the legwork for you. You can hire ghostwriters to write your articles and ebooks, graphic designers to design your book cover or a professional editor that can smoothen out the rough edges of your content. You can contractors online by visiting freelancing sites like www.elance.com  or www.getafreelancer.com . Just make sure that you hire people who are not only reliable but competent as well.

38. Fight writer’s block. Obviously, this can be big threat against your writing career as it will keep you from being productive. Good thing there are effective ways on how you can combat it. First, it would help if you can put all your bright ideas into writing so you will not have a hard time remembering them when you are already in front of your computer. Second, it would help if you can give your self a break. Spend quality time with your family or with the things that you are passionate about at least 2 days per week. 

39. Carefully manage your time. Avoid procrastination and spend quality time when writing your ebooks so you will not sacrifice their quality. It would help if you can write at least 5 pages per day and have some time-offs every 2 or 3 hours so you can replenish your thoughts and energy. 

40. Relax! Relaxing makes it easier to access the creative part of your mind. Stress and fear will actually make it harder for you to write. It’s easiest to write “in the zone”. You can get there through relaxing your thoughts, taking deep breaths, or even counting backwards from high numbers. You may find it easier to write early in the morning or late at night, when your mind is more relaxed.

41. Celebrate! This may not seem logical. It isn’t related to the logical left part of your brain. But when you celebrate after doing something, then your mind begins to connect the action with fun. So then it likes it and wants to do it more. Again you’re using the power of both sides of your brain. Ebook writing can be fun!

H. Are You a Perfectionist? Crucial Tips to Jumpstart Writing
1. Does it Take You a Long Time to Write?
